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KIMESSKANEMENOW LIMITED PARTNERSHIP	
DONATION POLICY (REVISED December 2017)

Kimesskanemenow LP’s annual budgeted expenditure for donations is currently set each year, and is approved by a motion of the Board of Directors.  Kimesskanemenow’s fiscal year is from August 1 to July 31, and amounts that are not spent within the fiscal year cannot be carried over to the next fiscal year.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]As of December 2017, this annual budget is allocated as follows:
· Up to $10 000 for donations requested by Attawapiskat community members
· Up to $10 000 for donations requested by Fort Albany community members 
· Up to $10 000 for donations requested by Kashechewan community members 
· Up to $10 000 for donations requested by Moose Cree community members 
· Up to $10 000 for regional or special events up to the Board’s discretion
· $1000 per year for the Edward W. Chilton memorial bursary
The Board of Directors will review the donation policy on an annual basis and set guidelines for the following year’s discretionary support.  
The General Manager of Kimesskanemenow Limited Partnership shall administer the donations policy as per the guidelines approved by the Board of Directors.
Funding Guidelines:
1. Kimesskanemenow Limited Partnership may contribute a maximum of $1 500.00 per request for funding for projects that meet these guidelines provided there are funds remaining within the approved annual budget for that community.
2. The request for funding must reflect the direction as set by the Board of Kimesskanemenow for discretionary support.
3. Generally, donation requests are discussed and approved at Board meetings.  If a request is received for an event that will take place between Board meetings, the General Manager, with consultation with the Director from the community that is requesting funding support, will make the decision about which donations will be approved.

Decision Guidelines
1. Kimesskanemenow Corporation prefers to fund donations in support of the youth in the communities but may consider other requests from time to time as may be appropriate.
2. Kimesskanemenow Corporation prefers to provide donations to groups or organizations. 
3. Kimesskanemenow Corporation will not fund events that have taken place prior to the funding request being received by the corporation.
4. Kimesskanemenow Corporation will attempt to support both male and female activities and events equally.
5. Applications for funding must originate and be of benefit to organizations and or groups in the following communities:
a. Attawapiskat
b. Kashechewan
c. Fort Albany
d. Moose Cree
6. Donation requests must be made in writing well in advance of the activity or event if possible.  Event organizers are encouraged to plan ahead. 
7. If funding is received from Kimesskanemenow and the event subsequently does not occur, the organization must return the funding to Kimesskanemenow.
8. Any organization that receives sponsorship must be willing to sign an agreement that stipulates the following:
a. Kimesskanemenow Limited Partnership is indemnified against any proceedings that may happen against the organization.
b. Organizations must publicly acknowledge that they have received support from Kimesskanemenow Limited Partnership.
c. Kimesskanemenow has the right to publicize the fact that they provided funding for the event.
d. The organization must prepare and submit a report to Kimesskanemenow Limited Partnership on the event or activity that was sponsored.
