Do hereby resolve:
WINTER ROAD ACCESS

WHEREAS the COVID-19 virus has been declared a Pandemic by the World Health Organization since March 2020. 
WHEREAS the Pandemic Taskforce Committee recommends the Chief and Council to enforce the established directives to fulfill the conditions of the Orders and are hereby accepted to be in force.

WHEREAS the Kashechewan First Nation Chief and Council supports the COVID-19 restrictions of the winter road access to ensure health and safety of any activities within the community as a measure to stop the further spread of increase in the number of COVID-19 cases in Ontario and especially with the new Variant of Concern known as Omicron. 
WHEREAS the Kashechewan First Nation Chief and Council has the authority and jurisdiction to adopt measures for the health or safety of our citizens and residents.

WHEREAS the Kashechewan First Nation assert title over the whole of our territory, rooted in the pre-colonization occupation of land by our relatives, and in our pre-existing systems of law and

governance.

WHEREAS the Kashechewan First Nation relies upon the inherent jurisdiction to create law, enshrined in

Canadian law with the signing of Treaty #9; and, renewed with “A Declaration of the Nishnawbe-Aski, 1977” asserting our rights and principles of law, and inherent right to self-determination.

WHEREAS the right of Aboriginal title is both a right of possession and a right to govern the

communal lands of Aboriginal titleholders in accordance with our own systems of law and

governance.

WHEREAS the Pandemic Taskforce Committee has established certain requirements and restrictions pursuant to directives to be implemented by the Kashechewan First Nation Pandemic Chief and Council.
WHEREAS the Kashechewan First Nation has the authority to create measures for the safety of the membership includes the authority to enforce the same.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Kashechewan First Nation is imposing and some restrictions and requirements to enter the community of Kashechewan First Nation during the Winter Road Access. The following directives are as follows: 

(1) QUARANTINE is defined in this section. Any individual with a confirmed positive COVID-19 test or have been identified as high-risk contact with a known or probable case of COVID-19 must remain in QUARANTINE (stay within the property they visited) with the entire household for a period of 10 days, or until the case or high-risk contact has been resolved by the Porcupine Health Unit or ISC CD Team. The visitors along with household members are to always remain at the residence until cleared.
(2) PRECAUTIONARY ISOLATION is defined in this section. Traveling by Winter Road is a lot safer than traveling by an aircraft into the community. During the Winter Road Access for inter-community travel, there will be no precautionary isolation period enforced for all travelers such as our visitors and local members. 
(3) WINTER ROAD ACCESS POINTS – SCREENING. Kashechewan First Nation will have screeners at all Winter Road Access Points. There will be certain restrictions and requirements to apply to ensure you are safe in the community such as the following:


Visitors:

3.1. All visitors from the ages of 12 years old and over will be required to present their COVID-19 Proof of Vaccination certificate that must include 1st and 2nd dose along with a Photo ID.

3.1.1. You will be denied entry for failure to provide the entry requirements in Kashechewan First Nation.

3.1.2. Children 11 years of age and under are exempt from this requirement recognizing the vaccine rollout for 5-11 years of age throughout the Winter, and non for 0-4 years of age.

3.2. You will be allowed to participate in any events and at any public spaces such as stores, etc. 

Local Members: 
3.3. All local members leaving and arriving in Kashechewan are not required to present their COVID-19 Proof of Vaccination certificate at the access points.
Travel Advisory if you leave beyond Moosonee/Moose Factory: Ontario’s Vaccine Passport System:

You must show your identification and proof of being fully (1st and 2nd dose) vaccinated against COVID-19 to enter the following locations: 

-Indoor areas of restaurants and bars, as well as both indoor and outdoor areas of nightclubs.

-Indoor areas of concert venues, theatres, cinemas, casinos, bingo halls and other gaming establishments.

-Indoor areas of sport and recreational facilities, such as gyms, fitness centres, swimming pools, water parks and indoor spectator areas of sports venues. 

-Indoor areas of meeting and event spaces, such as banquet halls, conference and convention centres.

-Indoor areas of horse racing or car racing tracks.

-Indoor areas of strip clubs, bathhouses, and sex clubs.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Kashechewan First Nation work with the Nishnawbe Aski Police Service (NAPS) as an independent partner in directives (1).
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that while the police, using all lawful means, will assist in the

Enforcement of this Order, the Police Service must remain independent of all political leadership

as required by NAPS bylaws and the funding agreement.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the NAPS Chief of Police will have final independent authority over

operational enforcement actions and that such authority is to be exercised independent of any

political direction, pressure, or interference.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Kashechewan First Nation may amend this Band Council Resolution from time to time. This will include to ease certain restrictions or further order higher level of enforcing restrictions on any day, based on the outcome of the situation in the community. The Pandemic Taskforce Committee will continue to monitor the situation with COVID-19.
